Introduction

Reflection:

Read Acts 9:1-19  

Slowly and quietly read this passage asking the Holy Spirit 
to guide you. Then share:  

1. What stands out to you from this passage on reading it 
by yourself?  

2. What questions does it raise for you?     

3. How will you apply this passage to your life this coming 
week?  

4. Who does God want you to come alongside this week? 
(Remember to pray the ACORN prayer – a reminder is 
overleaf)  

 

Prayer:  

Pray what you have discovered together into one another’s 
lives.   

 



 

Ask every day, ‘Lord, who do you want me to connect

Wait for God’s Call to bring someone to mind.  

Obey the call and contact the person, simply asking them, 

‘How are you?’  

We are not taking God with us into any given situation. 

God is already there; our job is to find out what He is doing 

and join in that conversation. 

Here’s the clincher: frequently gather with a small group of 

Christian friends to Report. 

This is no more than sharing stories.  

The wonderful thing that happens is that we Notice God
